President’s Column 

I am writing this in The UK on my new iPhone.  It is a bit harder than 
using a laptop, but we needed to save luggage space on this trip.  I was 
sorry that Elizabeth was unable to talk to us in May, but look forward to 
hearing her and seeing her images later in the year. Unfortunately I will 
not be back in time for Ron Willem's talk, but I am sure that he will have 
lots of interesting and informative material to share. 
 

I am enjoying the long days and somewhat warmer weather over here. In 
Scotland it barely seems to get dark at all. Birds start singing before 4 am 
and it isn't really dark when we go to bed at 11 pm. It's hard to get 
enough sleep!  Colourful spring flowers brighten the hedgerows.  This 
year thick carpets of bluebells, more intensely blue than usual, form an 
undulating layer beneath the woodland trees. 
 

It is hard to find truly natural habitat in the UK. We have been looking at 
some of the big trees that grow on the Atholl estates around Dunkeld. 
They look to be growing as part of a natural community, but I was 
amazed to discover that there are only three conifer species that occur 
naturally in the UK: Scots pine, yew and juniper. All the other pines as 
well as firs and larches are introduced from elsewhere and many of them 
have been planted. Not all of the tree species grown for forestry 
regenerate naturally. These forests are intensively managed. The 
majestic two to three hundred year old larch and Douglas fir trees have 
an air of permanence that decries their dubious status. 
 

I have been using my camera quite a bit even though there aren't so 
many natural subjects around. The many shades of green that mark 
spring in Europe as well as the young birds and lambs provide appealing 
subjects.  I've also pointed my lens toward cityscapes. New architectural 
buildings in London and Gateshead are visually stunning.  We walked 
both Millennium bridges, lunched in the top of the Gherkin building in 
London and admired the Sage Auditorium in Gateshead by night. 
 

I hope all of you are finding plenty of new subjects to test your 
photography skills. Or  perhaps new angles on familiar subjects. I heard 
that someone wrote a novel on one of these things (iPhone): I'm looking 
forward to being back on my computer for next month's column!
